Fairground entry procedures:
Non perishables

Credentials are not required.  Entrant may drive to the respective 
exhibit building, enter items, and leave to  accommodate others.

1st entry Perishables

Credentials are not required.  Entrant may drive to the respective 
exhibit building, enter items, and leave to accommodate others.

2nd entry Perishables

Only the entrant may enter the fairgrounds free of charge for 
2nd entry.  All others must have admission tickets.  If justifi ed, the 
entrant may drive to the exhibit building, enter items, and return 
to the general parking lot.  Free second entry parking vouchers 
will be available at fi rst entry.

No dogs are allowed in any entry vehicle!



General Rules & Regulations

  •  Exhibitors must have a lifetime entry number to place an entry.  
Numbers are available on entry day, or you may call  907-746-7166 
before July 1 to obtain one.  Previously assigned entry numbers 
may be researched on entry day. 4-H entry numbers are not valid for 
Open Fair competition.

  •  Each exhibit requires a completed entry form available on entry 
day.  Those who enter many exhibits may obtain forms before entry 
day from the Main Offi ce on the fairgrounds.

  •  Upon entering, exhibitors receive a yellow copy of the entry 
form.  This must be retained and presented as a claim check to pick 
up exhibits.

  •  Exhibits must remain on display until designated pick-up dates.  

  •  Unclaimed exhibits become the property of Alaska State Fair, 
Inc., and are disposed of after 30 days unless otherwise arranged for 
in advance.

General Entry Information

  •  Entries are open to all.  

  •  The Fair management or department superintendent may reject 
any exhibit offered if it is objectionable in any way, requires excessive 
space, or if the department capacity is full.

  •  Once entered, all articles come entirely under the control and 
jurisdiction of the Fair management, and may not be removed or 
disturbed by exhibitors until designated pick-up days.

  •  Entries must be by the maker or grower.  Livestock, rabbits, and 
poultry are to be entered by the current owner.

  •  Except for animals or plants, exhibits entered in previous Alaska 
State Fairs may not be re-entered. An entry deemed as such by a 
superintendent or judge will be disqualifi ed.  All items must have 
been completed since the previous Fair.  

  •  The Fair accepts mailed or freighted entries from non-local 
exhibitors when accompanied by return postage and instructions 
for return.  Insurance of mailed items is encouraged.  Items may be 
mailed to Alaska State Fair, Exhibit Department, 2075 Glenn Hwy, 
Palmer, AK 99645.  Please mail your entry by July 31st to insure 
timely delivery.

  •  The Fair provides entry in Anchorage at the Boys & Girls Club 
in Mountain View, 315 N. Price Street, for non-perishable exhibits.  
Items entered in Anchorage are subject to review by superintendents 
on the Fairgrounds for proper preparation and correct department, 
division, and class.  Anchorage entry clerks assist exhibitors to 
determine correct class, but the Fair cannot be responsible should 
superintendents reassign or reject exhibits in accordance with 
departmental or program-wide regulations.

  •  No entrant may compete in more than one category per 
department, i.e. Open and Senior.

  •  Unique rules may prevail in any department.

  •  Items must be entered in the proper category and accompanied 
by an entry form.  Improperly completed forms may result in dis-
qualifi cation and forfeited awards.  Exhibitors are fully responsible 
for correct entry forms and classes.  Superintendents may transfer 
erroneously entered exhibits to proper classes, and if such classes 
have been judged, judging will not be reopened.

  •   “For Sale” signs and business cards are not permitted on 
any exhibit during the Fair, and raffl es may not be held within 
departments.

  •  No entry may compete for more than one premium or be 
entered in more than one class unless otherwise specifi ed.

  •  The Alaska State Fair, Inc. Directors interpret these rules and 
regulations and accompanying entry information.

Judging
  •  Judges may not award prizes to unworthy exhibits.  Judges are 
not required to award 1st, 2nd, or 3rd in each class.

  •  No person shall judge any exhibit in which there is any direct or 
indirect interest as owner or agent.  The American System of judging 
shall prevail throughout the exhibit program.

  •  Superintendents control their departments, subject only to the 
orders of Fair management.  Superintendents may change,  combine, 
or further break down classes and/or divisions at their discretion.

Premiums and Ribbons
Ribbons and premiums are as follows unless otherwise noted within 
the department.

1st place Blue Ribbon $6.00
2nd place  Red Ribbon $3.00
3rd place White Ribbon $2.00

Division Champion, Judges’ Choice, Honorable Mention, People’s 
Choice, and Best of Show ribbons/rosettes may be awarded, 
however no premiums are paid.

Premium Checks and Special Awards will be mailed at the end of 
the Fair. Ribbons may be claimed along with exhibits.  Entrants 
wishing to have ribbons mailed must submit an appropriate size, self-
addressed envelope with adequate postage to the Alaska State Fair, 
Exhibit Department, 2075 Glenn Hwy.  Palmer  AK  99645.

Protests
Protests must be written and accompanied by a $25 deposit which 
is forfeited if the protest is not sustained.  Protest must be received 
by Fair management within 24 hours after the  offi cial opening of the 
Fair.  Protests must plainly state the  complaint or appeal.  No appeal 
based upon alleged incompetence of judges will be considered.

FAIRGROUNDS ENTRY ONLY – Farm Exhibits
Anyone may enter the Open show.  Reserve pens by August 21 
using a Pen and Cage Request Form and include all animals you 
intend to exhibit.   Entries may be limited to three pens per family, 
with the number of animals per pen determined by the superinten-
dent after consultation with the exhibitor. Exhibitors may enter two 
animals per class. 

Animals may be judged in their pens except for Showmanship.  No 
one may enter the arena or converse with a judge or offi cial without 
the superintendent’s permission.  Animals in Divisions 02 - 06 are 
judged on genetic, reproductive, and breed qualities.  Market Class 
entries must be market ready by Fair time. 

A veterinarian at the north door of Farm Exhibits will clear all animals 
before they may enter the building.  Vaccination records for erysip-
elas in swine and IBR-BVD-PI3 in cattle must accompany entries.  
Only clean animals with good health are accepted.  Animals with 
infectious, contagious, or communicable conditions are prohibited 
from the grounds throughout the Fair.  Examples include external 
parasites, psuedotuberculosis in goats, and ringworm or warts in 
cattle.  Health certifi cates are valid for 7 days unless otherwise indi-
cated.  Veterinarian can override a health certifi cate at any time.

The Fair provides bedding and hay, all other feed must be furnished 
by the exhibitor.  Exhibitor must care for the livestock and the pen, 
or request a herdsman.  Daily pen cleaning, grooming, and feeding 
must be completed by fair opening time.  Failure to keep animals and 
pens clean may result in the forfeit of awards and required removal of 
animal from the fairgrounds.  Identify all personal equipment.
 

Exhibitors are encouraged to display a sign to identify their herd and 
further decorate their pens.  Animals must be confi ned to the arena 
or designated area.  All animals must be led in by owner and be 
under complete control of the handler at all times. Animals not halter 
trained will not be admitted.  Animals with horns must wear protec-
tors. All cattle tied to the railing during open and 4-H shows must use 
a halter and a neck tie supplied by the Fair.  Animals must remain for 
the duration of exhibit or forfeit premiums.
